Insurance Program

1. The list of services paid by the Insurer, rendered and
organized under this Program in the territory of the
insurance contract — Moscow City and Moscow Region:

1.1. Upon the occurrence of an insured event, medical services
rendered as part of primary health care and specialized medical
care in emergency form due to diseases and conditions included
in accordance with paragraph 6 of Article 35 of the Federal Law
No. 326-®@3 dated November 29, 2010 are payable “On
compulsory medical insurance in the Russian Federation” to the
basic program of compulsory medical insurance, taking into
account the features established by clause 2 of the Program.

The Program provides for the organization and payment of the
following medical services, as well as payment for medicines
used by medical personnel included in the list of vital and
essential medicines for medical use approved by the Government
of the Russian Federation, and medical devices included in the
list of medical products implanted by the Government of the
Russian Federation in the human body in the provision of
medical care under the state program a free medical care to
citizens, including the payment of clinical nutrition at the hospital
and donor blood and its components.

1.1.1. Outpatient polyclinic assistance (primary health care in
the emergency form):

- primary and second receptions within the framework of one
insured event, performed for medical reasons by doctors -
specialists in order to relieve the insured person’s emergency
condition (and stopping acute pain in the provision of dental
care), detecting the disease in the scope of primary diagnosis and
developing treatment recommendations;

- examination of temporary disability;
- diagnostic services rendered for the disease, which served as the
reason for seeking medical help, in accordance with medical

indications: X-ray examinations, functional diagnostics,
ultrasound examinations, endoscopic examinations, laboratory
diagnostics: general clinical, biochemical, bacteriological

examinations, serological examinations;

- therapeutic manipulations performed in the provision of
primary health care about the disease that caused the request for
medical care;

1.1.2. Home doctor visit at the place of registration - providing
medical care at home to the Insured, who for health reasons
cannot come to a medical institution themselves (strictly for
medical reasons: primary examination by a general practitioner at

1.1.3. Emergency medical care is provided only in cases where
it is necessary to provide emergency medical care:

Ambulance service is organized by the Insurer in the presence of
contractual relations with medical institutions licensed to provide
emergency and emergency medical services on a reimbursable
basis.

In the absence of such medical institutions in the village at the
location of the Insured, emergency and emergency medical
assistance is provided to the Insured by the municipal emergency
and emergency medical service. The federal number to call the
municipal service "112".

Ambulance services: visit of ambulance doctors; examination of
the patient; conducting an express diagnosis in the amount
determined by medical indications; relief of emergency;
organization and medical transportation when hospitalization is
needed.

Emergency medical care is provided within the territory of the
insurance contract and is provided around the clock.

1.1.4. Specialized emergency medical care:

- hospitalization for urgent indications for diseases (conditions)
newly diagnosed during the insurance period, requiring
unscheduled surgical treatment or intensive care, provided that
the duration of intensive therapy is no more than 7 (seven) days,
or reanimation;

- stay in the standard (common) chamber;

- examination of temporary disability.

When providing specialized medical care in the emergency form,
the Insurer pays for a one-time hospitalization and treatment of
an exclusively underlying disease, which caused the
hospitalization and was carried out in accordance with the
standard of medical care for this disease profile approved by the
Ministry of Health of the Russian Federation.

Treatment / prevention of other diseases identified in the Insured
during hospitalization is not covered by this Program.

1.1.5. Emergency dental care:

- dental services rendered in case of complicated caries, pulpitis
and periodontitis; purulent-inflammatory diseases: inflammatory
infiltrate, periodontal abscess, periostitis, exacerbation of chronic
periodontitis: initial examinations by a dentist-therapist, a dentist-
surgeon;

- targeted radiography (dental images);

- local anesthesia (conduction, infiltration);

- the scope of therapeutic dentistry services: tooth preparation,
application of a devitalizing paste, application of a temporary
filling; drug dressing;

- the scope of surgical dentistry services: the removal of a tooth
for medical reasons, the opening of abscesses, the performance of
laxative incisions.

1.2.2. Health check and a medical certificate (2 medical check-
ups) — in Moscow, including:

- Prophylactic reception by a therapist;
- Digital fluorography of the lungs (X-ray);
- Blood tests for hepatitis B and HIV.

2. Exceptions to the Insurance Program:

2.1. Under the insurance contract, the organization and payment
of medical services for rendering medical assistance to the
Insured is not an insurance case:

- for especially dangerous infectious diseases (smallpox,
poliomyelitis, SARS malaria), diseases included in the list of
diseases approved by the Government of the Russian Federation
that are dangerous to others (disease caused by human
immunodeficiency virus (HIV), coronavirus infection, viral
fevers, transmitted by arthropods, and viral hemorrhagic fevers,
helminthiasis, viral hepatitis B and C, diphtheria, sexually
transmitted infections, leprosy, malaria, pediculosis, acarias and
other infestations, glanders and melio idoz, anthrax, tuberculosis,
cholera, plague and others);

- with malignant or benign neoplasms, diabetes, mental disorders
and behavioral disorders;

- with bites of ticks and other insects;

- high-tech medical care;

- in case of pathological conditions, poisoning, injuries incurred
by the Insured in the state of any form of alcohol intoxication or
under the influence of other psychoactive substances and / or
drugs used without a doctor's prescription;

- in the event of a traumatic injury or other impairment of health
resulting from the deliberate unlawful actions of the Insured;

- in the attempt of the Insured person to commit suicide, except in
cases where the Insured person has been brought to such a state
by unlawful actions of third parties;

- in case of intentional infliction of bodily harm on yourself by
the Insured;

- associated with pregnancy, childbirth, the postpartum period
and abortions of the Insured;

- in connection with diseases associated with congenital and
hereditary pathology, an abnormal development; systemic
diseases: collagenosis, vasculitis, all forms of rheumatism,
asthma, autoimmune diseases, immunodeficiency  states;
tuberculosis, all therapeutic and diagnostic activities carried out
in tuberculosis dispensaries in order to establish and confirm the

2.3. The insurance payment is not paid upon the occurrence of an
event (accident) during the occupations of the Insured by extreme
sports and any sports at a professional level, including
participation in sports competitions and training (except for
injuries received during physical education classes as part of the
curriculum);

2.4. The events referred to in paragraphs 2.1. - 2.3. are not
insured risks and are not recognized as an insured events if:

- occurred as a result of: suicide, suicide attempts of the Insured
person; intentional actions of the Insured or the Insured person
aimed at the loss of the Insured person’s health, including self-
harm; alcoholic, narcotic or toxic intoxication of the Insured; the
commission of unlawful acts by the Insured;

- occurred in connection with: hereditary diseases and
malformations; management of pregnancy and childbirth,
especially dangerous infections (typhoid, cholera, smallpox,
anthrax, hemorrhagic fevers, etc.); mental illness, alcoholism,
drug addiction, substance abuse; chronic diseases that the Insured
knew about at the time of entering into the insurance contract,
regardless of whether they were treated or not (the restriction
does not apply if the assistance was related to saving lives and
compulsory medical intervention to prevent permanent
disability); the presence of HIV-infection, AIDS and any forms
of hepatitis in the Insured person; convulsive states; acute and
chronic radiation sickness; diseases requiring transplantation or
prosthetics, incl. endoprosthetics, reconstructive operations; the
stay of the Insured in the territory of the Russian Federation in
order to obtain services for the prevention, diagnosis and

kind or strikes, riots, the introduction of a state of emergency or
special situation by order of the military and civilian authorities;

- occupation of any sport by the Insured at a professional level,
including participation in sports competitions and training;

- occupations of the Insured by the associated with increased
danger sports on the amateur, including one-time basis, such as
auto, motorcycle, cycling, air sports, including parachuting,
mountaineering, downhill skiing, martial arts, scuba diving;

- traumas and injuries related with using of means of individual
mobility;

- participation in any air travel, with the exception of flights as a

2.6. The insured event is not death, disability, temporary
incapacity for work or emergency hospitalization due to a
cardiovascular, oncologic or other disease that the Insured had at
the date of the conclusion of the Policy, provided that the Insurer
was not informed of this when signing the Policy.

2.7. If the Insured (Insured) reports when concluding an
insurance contract with deliberately false information about
circumstances essential for determining the likelihood of an
insured event, the Insurer has the right to demand that the
Insurance Contract be recognized invalid in accordance with
